Key Words

God God in Christianity is believed to be the
eternal, supreme being who created and
preserves all things.

Islam The religion of the Muslims revealed through
Muhammad as the Prophet of Allah. It is the
world's second-largest religion.

Holy Trinity In Christian this is the unity of Father, Son,
and Holy Spirit as three persons in one God.

Brahman Central to Hinduism is the belief in a supreme
God Brahman. Brahman is present everywhere
and there is a part of Brahman in everyone.

Christianity Centres on beliefs regarding the birth, life,
death and resurrection of Jesus Christ. It is
the world’s largest religion.

Trimurti This is the great triad of Hindu gods comprising
Brahma, Vishnu, and Shiva

Allah Allah is the one and only God in Islam. Hinduism Hindus believe in samsara - that life is a cycle of
birth, death, and rebirth. They also believe in
karma - that the next life depends on how the
previous life was lived

99 names Allah has many different descriptions and it
so the Qur'an teaches that Allah has 99
names. Each of the 99 names relates to a
particular attribute of Allah.

Key Ideas

● Christians believe that there is one God, the Creator and ruler of the Universe. God is infinite

(without limit) and eternal (without beginning or end). God is also believed to be omnipotent (all-

powerful) and omniscient (all-knowing).
● Christians also recognise 3 forms of God called the Holy Trinity. They believe that the Father is God,

the Son is God, and the Holy Spirit is God, but they are not three gods but only one God. The Father is

not the Son, the Son is not the Spirit, the Spirit is not the Father, but each is God individually and yet

they are together the one true God. 

● Muslims believe that Allah: is the one true God - all worship and praise is directed towards him,

should be treated with respect as he is the supreme being; and is the creator, designer and sustainer

of the world.

● Muslims believe that Allah should not be drawn or shown in pictures.

● Hindus recognise one God, Brahman, the eternal origin who is the cause and foundation of all

existence. They believe he can be represented in many different ways as gods and goddesses

● Hindus also recognise 3 forms of Brahman called The Trimurti, (Sanskrit: “three forms”) in Hinduism,

the triad of the three gods - Brahma, who creates the universe, Vishnu, who preserves the universe,

Shiva, who destroys the universe.
